Life on the Edge 2004 Data:

Steve Rutz has received an electronic version of the QLR and will submit this to NCDDC along with the rest of the data.  The accession number for this data in NODC is 1633.  The NCL has already received all of the video and metadata they need from this cruise.
Mountains in the Sea 2004 Data:

Mike McKee has recently sent 8 DVDs of highlights from the high-definition camera to OE.  This video however is not for public distribution.  The PI for that cruise, Les Watling, should be contacted if OE/NOAA wants to use it for any public purpose.  Catalina should have a shorter highlights video that is approved for distribution.  Mike has also sent the runtime EIS files and the Data Manager’s binder to OE.    
2003 Cruise Data:

Kristin has been working to prepare much of the 2003 cruise data for delivery to the NOAA archive centers.  There are only three cruises remaining from 2003 for which the data still needs to be sent to the archive centers: Gulf of Mexico Habitats, Windows to the Deep, Mountains in the Sea.    

MIS/EIS Integration & CIMS Pilot Project:

Susan was able to prepare an EIS runtime for Mike McKee to use at sea during the 0-9 cruise.  Mike however did not have time to fill in the information in real time while at sea.  Alternatively, he is filling in the information post-cruise.  He will talk with Susan about this.
Remaining steps in this pilot project are ingesting the two runtimes into the master CIMS and generating a project summary to display on the NURP site.

Multibeam Data Display
Julie has been working with Bill Verdin at NGDC to access the geospatially-enabled multibeam data.  This could be a nice addition to the Digital Atlas.  NCDDC would be able to plug into the NGDC server/Oracle database.  In the Digital Atlas, there would initially be simple trackline information.  Users would then be linked back to the NGDC server to actually view the data.  Julie is not sure about how this would affect the speed of the process.  She is still investigating it.  
Digital Atlas

It is taking a while to get through all of the different data types from all of the cruises.  Developing standard operating plans can be difficult, but they are making some progress with information such as the ship tracks.  Dive track information however is not always as consistent.  

Desired outputs for the Digital Atlas need to be determined, as this will affect how the CIMS is built and at-sea data is collected.  

Reporting Needs Meeting on September 23
This small meeting discussed many reporting issues as they relate to the CIMS and the data management process.  Topics included 

· shapefile formats from HBOI, 

· data collection standards, 

· text outputs from the EIS to submit to NODC for archival, 

· reports to be displayed in the Digital Atlas,

· EIS outputs, and
· OE Quick-Look Reports.

EIS Evaluation Meeting on October 5

Several Data Managers from the 2004 field season were gathered to discuss the EIS and suggest improvements.  There were many suggestions that could lead to a significant overhaul of the system, ultimately trying to make it more simple for the user.  A more “flat” system was proposed by Susan.  Now that the CIMS is essentially in place, certain layers of information can be removed, hopefully resulting in a less complex system. Data Flow Process

Steve’s group will meet again to discuss this data flow process.  They will push a dataset through to test it, using data from the Estuary to the Abyss, Operation Deep Scope, Life on the Edge 2004, and 0-9 cruises.  

Briefing
The IPT would like to brief Steve Hammond (and possibly Barbara Moore as well) on what they have been doing.  The brief would cover roles, accomplishments, demonstrate the end-to-end process and show that data is discoverable and archiveable.  He is very interested in the Digital Atlas, so that must be highlighted.  

The EIS and NGDC

No discussions have taken place with NGDC since the last meeting regarding how they might want to use the EIS.  Due to the many other things that the IPT is trying to work on, we’ve decided to not pursue this direction right now.  The relationship with them was started due to an Integrated Ocean Mapping project.  Kristin will check to see if that project is still active and possibly work through that vein rather than establishing a separate meeting.
Library Data Portal

The library is working on developing a portal to display cruise information (reports, video, images, etc.).
